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Bawtry Town Council Market Hill Trading Licence Policy 2022 
1. A duly completed application will be required from all traders.

2. A maximum of 4 (four) adjacent car parking bays can be used but no designated parking is provided and no guarantee of available parking bays is given by the Town Council on any particular day.
3. Trading will be allowed to take place between 7am to 7pm, but is limited to 1 day per week excluding Saturdays.
4. The Town Council have the right to suspend any right to trade if an event is taking place on Market Hill. The Town Council will give notice of such events as far as is practicable. No compensation will be provided to any trader in these circumstances.
5. The Town Council accepts no responsibility of any loss or damage to the trader or their equipment whilst on site. 

6. The trader shall clear up after trading, with all litter generated by their activities being removed from the site. Failure to do so may result in a revocation of the licence.
7. The Town Council must be satisfied that the trader gives a “good public service” with two business references being provided in support of any application.
8. The trading licence will be reviewed and renewed on an annual basis.
9. All licences are provided at the absolute discretion of the Town Council with all decisions to either grant or revoke a licence being final.
10. Should the Town Council decide to revoke a licence, a notice period of one month will normally be provided and the balance of any licence fee refunded on a pro rata basis. However where the actions of a trader brings the Council into disrepute or causes any damage to the site a licence may be revoked with immediate effect and no refund will be provided.
11. A trader is not required to give notice of their wish to cease trading on site during the term of the licence but no refund of the licence fee will be provided in these circumstances.
12. The trader shall provide evidence of suitable public liability insurance and a risk assessment for their activities on site with their application.
13. If the trader is a food-based business the relevant health & safety and food hygiene certificates must also be provided with their application.
14. No application will be considered without the relevant documentation in support.
15. Consideration of applications is delegated to the Town Clerk with a maximum of 10 traders per annum being given licenses to operate on site, after which a waiting list will be operational.
16. The licence fee will be reviewed annually and is initially set at £350.00 (£6.73 per week) with a 3 month trial available to traders if requested at a pro-rata fee of £87.50. This trial period is to allow traders to establish if their activites are viable.
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
